6. Submit a letter of recommendation from the program’s advisor by May 1.
    Submissions made after May 1 will not be considered.

Must maintain a 3.0 GPA

Free-Enterprise Transfer Scholarship
Award: $5,000/year

Requirements: 3.0 to 3.49 GPA
Must maintain a 2.7 GPA

Entrepreneur Transfer Scholarship
Award: $4,000/year

Requirements: 2.7 to 2.99 GPA
Must maintain a 2.4 GPA
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These scholarships are 
offered irrespective of the 

expected family contribution 
(EFC) to any qualified, 

full-time transfer student 
admitted in good 

standing at Northwood 
University who will be 
enrolled a minimum of 
two years. Scholarships 

are renewable if the 
appropriate GPA is
